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Date: February 19—The Immortal Life of Henrietta Lacks by Rebecca Skloot 
Description: A nonfiction page-turner about the history of race and 
medicine in America, detailing the intersection of racism, scientific 
ethics, and poverty. It’s the account of Henrietta, a poor, black woman 
who had cancer in the 1950s. Doctors took her cells—which did not die 
and thus were called “immortal”-- but did not ask her or pay her or her 
family. Her cells (identified as HeLa in the lab) led to a medical 
revolution, which became a multi-million dollar industry and also 
saved thousands of lives.

Description: The two–fold story of 10- year- old Sarah who is taken 
with her parents in the middle of the night in the days of the Vel’ d’Hiv’ 
in Paris. Desperate to protect her little brother, she locks him in a 
cupboard and promises to come back for him. At the same time we read 
the story of Julia Jarmond who is a journalist investigating the 
roundup. She stumbles on a trail of secrets that link her to Sarah. A 
fascinating book that holds your interest from beginning to end.

Description: The central character dies at the beginning of the novel 
and the story tells you about her life. The photograph of her is found by 
her husband when he’s going through a junky closet. He had never seen 
it before nor the people she is shown with. He sets out to discover who 
they are and in doing so learns much more about her than he ever knew. 
He also learns a lot about himself and how very miserable he had made 
her. He would like to blame someone else for her death, but it’s on his 
shoulders. A sad, but beautifully written and memorable book and 
good for discussion

Date: May 17 – No Great Mischief by Alistair MacLeod 
Description: This novel tells the story of a fiercely loyal family and the 
tradition that drives it. Generations after their forebears went into 
exile, the MacDonalds still face seemingly unmitigated hardships and 
cruelties of life. Alexander, orphaned as a child by a horrific tragedy, 
has nevertheless gained some success in the world. Even his older 
brother, Calum, a nearly destitute alcoholic living on Toronto’s skid 
row, has been scarred by another tragedy. But, like all his clansmen, 
Alexander is sustained by a family history that seems to run through 
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his veins. And through these lovingly recounted stories—wildly comic 
or heartbreakingly tragic—we discover the hope against hope upon 
which every family must sometimes rely.
